New York, NY, Jan. 10, 2017 — Super Typhoon Nock-Ten (local name: Typhoon Nina) made landfall
in the Philippines between Dec. 24 and 26, 2016, with winds up to 180 miles per hour. The typhoon
left destruction in its wake, including many damaged roads, schools, houses and crops.

were evacuated ahead of the storm, and almost 2 million were affected.
